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2. CONTEXTUALIZACION

Entorno Geografico:
Gambia, Jarra Sukuta es un pueblo que se encuentra en la zona de Jarra Este en una zona
rural del interior del pais, con poca apertura al exterior y alejada de infraestructuras como

carreteras que limitan sus conexiones y accesibilidad.

Nos encontramos en un clima subtropical con una estacion seca que dura unos seis meses y
una estacion de lluvias que tiene una duracién de otros seis meses. Las temperaturas suelen

ser altas durante la mayor parte del afio, con maximas que a menudo superan los 30 grados.

Gambia es un pais relativamente plano con su topografia dominada por la llanura del rio
Gambia. La region de Jarra Este se caracteriza por tierras bajas y fértiles, lo que facilita la
agricultura y la ganaderia, basandose la economia de Jarra Sukuta en una economia de

subsistencia, en la que se cultiva lo que se consume y no hay excedentes para la venta.

Contexto Socioeconémico:
El pueblo de Jarra Sukuta se encuentra en un camino de paso hacia Senegal, el siguiente
pueblo senegalés se encuentra solo a 6 kms, la Unica tienda de productos alimenticios que

hay en el pueblo abastece a una gran cantidad de viajantes que se dirigen a Senegal.

Las mujeres de Jarra se dedican al secado de plantas que se usan en diferentes bebidas
como el fruto del Baobab o la flor del hibiscus. Sus fuentes de ingresos son escasas y excepto
algunas familias que poseen ganado otras viven de las rentas que les envian algunos

familiares asentados en Europa, la diaspora.

El nivel de educacion, el 89% de la poblacion adulta es analfabeta, esto va mejorando con las
nuevas iniciativas que esta desarrollando el Gobierno, en las escuelas de primaria y los
proyectos que desde el afio 2019 realiza ASPERPOL ONGD como instalacién de electricidad ,
colocacion de bomba de agua y puntos de agua, entrega de material educativo, mobiliario,

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informatico e incluso implantando el proyecto “Alimentando Mente” que hace que todos los
nifos/as de la escuela tengan un desayuno diario lo que evita el absentismo escolar por falta

de recursos, contemplando la perspectiva de género.

Cultura Local:
Jarra Sukuta, tiene una serie de tradiciones culturales que reflejan la historia y la identidad de

sus habitantes.

La musica y la danza son fundamentales en la cultura gambiana. Se utilizan para expresar
emociones, celebrar eventos importantes y preservar la historia oral. Los tambores, las

percusiones y los instrumentos de cuerda son comunes en la musica tradicional gambiana.

La vestimenta tradicional gambiana de ropa colorida y decorativa se mezcla con tunicas y

prendas tejidas a mano.

La mayoria de la poblacién de Jarra es musulmana, y la religion juega un papel importante en
la vida cotidiana y las festividades. Existen dos mezquitas en el pueblo, una de ellas en

construccion.

Demografia:

Con una poblacién de unas 850 personas, la mayoria son jovenes y adolescentes que suefan
con emigrar a Europa, buscando alguna salida laboral a una situacion de escaso mercado y
falta de recursos para seguir los estudios secundarios o universitarios, hechos que les impiden
sofar en un futuro cercano que les permita cambiar su destino, a no ser que jueguen a la

loteria del Cayuco.
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3. REALIZACION DEL PROYECTO

Fases del proyecto:

- Diciembre 2022, solicitud de esponsorizacion a ASPERPOL ONGD para la universidad
por parte de Bintou Camara y Sainey Saho.

- Enero a septiembre de 2023, se realizan reuniones con instituciones, empresas y
particulares realizando recogidas de material por todo el territorio catalan.

- Enero 2023, Solicitud por parte de la comunidad de una cooperativa que dé salida
laboral a las mujeres de Jarra Sukuta.

- En la evaluacion inicial por parte de ASPERPOL se tiene en cuenta la viabilidad del
proyecto, la capacidad para ponerlo en practica y las alianzas.

- Febrero 2023, Tras la recepcion del presupuesto, se divide la valoracion inicial del
proyecto en dos fases para presentarlo a la subvenciéon de cooperaciéon del Ayto de
Santa Perpétua de Mogoda y de Polinya.

- Marzo 2023 se presenta la Fase 1 del proyecto a la subvencidén de cooperacion del
Ayto de Polinya, afo 2023.

- Mayo 2023, se otorga la subvencion del Ayto. de Polinya a ASPERPOL ONGD.

- Mayo 2023, se realizan contactos con diversas empresas, para la confeccion de las
mochilas y gestionar la formacion de las cooperativistas.

- Junio 2023, se realizan reuniones con la VDC y asociacion de mujeres para que
decidan quienes van a ser las mujeres que inicien el proyecto.

- Junio 2023, comienzan las obras de la cooperativa.

- Julio 2023, comienzan la formacién las ocho mujeres elegidas por el pueblo.

- Agosto 2023, se realiza el envio del contenedor maritimo.

- Septiembre 2023, se recepciona y se distribuye el material del contenedor en destino.

- Octubre 2023, se finalizan las obras.

- Noviembre 2023:

- Se colocan las maquinas de coser y el material de costura.

- Se realiza la formacidén en costura y se inaugura la cooperativa.

Diciembre 2023, se realiza evaluacion final y justificacion del proyecto.
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El proyecto se ha realizado con total transparencia, se ha hecho difusion en redes sociales de
la subvencién otorgada por el Ayuntamiento de Polinya y su logo quedara presente en la placa
conmemorativa de finalizacion de obra.

La transferencia de fondos a Gambia se ha realizado mediante transferencias bancarias a la
empresa constructora, y mediante pago en mano, aprovechando la estancia en el pais en el
campo de voluntariado.

En la fase inicial del proyecto se efectué una buena identificacion de las necesidades
principales, asi como de las capacidades y potencialidades para la realizacion de un
diagnostico participativo en el que trabajamos conjuntamente con la VDC (Village
Development content), contraparte y equipo de ASPERPOL. Todo ello nos hizo crear un

proyecto que se ajustara a las necesidades de la poblacion de destino.

La construccién de la Cooperativa de costura, ha sido realizada en su totalidad por la empresa

gambiana Planit and Associates Limited.

Durante la realizacion de los trabajos de construccién, los materiales, la maquinaria, asi como
el personal, ha sido contratado por la empresa constructora en destino, que se ha encargado

de la obra al 100%, asi como de dar trabajo a jévenes del pueblo.

La confeccion de las mochilas para los nifios de la escuela se ha realizado en Gambia,
cumpliendo con los objetivos marcados para el desarrollo de las comunidades, dar trabajo en

origen, en este proyecto ha trabajado la empresa PERO que destina una parte importante de
las ganancias a la fundacion “Girls for the future”, esto ha motivado la elecciéon por nuestra

parte de la empresa.

El dia 19 de septiembre de 2023, llegé a Gambia el contenedor maritimo con el material
sanitario y escolar, todo fue transportado hasta la clinica de Pakali Ba por ASPERPOL ONGD,
desde este punto hasta el resto de clinicas y centros escolares receptores del material, fueron

los responsables de las comunidades y el gobierno los que hicieron la recepcion del material y
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el envio a las diferentes clinicas y escuelas proporcionando el transporte necesario.

El material sanitario ha sido distribuido en la zona de Jarra Este y Banjul, mas concretamente
en las clinicas de Pakali Ba, Darsilameh, Jalambereh, Bakadaji, Sukutung, Brikama Ba, Jarra
Soma, Bakau y Banjul. Clinicas que se encuentran situadas en nuestra zona de cooperacion y
otras que a causa de la importancia del material sanitario entregado como un
electrocardiograma siendo el tercer electrocardiograma que hay en todo el pais, nos

desplazamos a la capital a la Clinica de Bakau, para que su uso sea el mas adecuado.

El proyecto se ha ejecutado con éxito. ASPERPOL ha dado por concluido el proyecto en

diciembre de 2023, cumpliendo con todos los objetivos marcados en él.
